I. Call to Order/Welcome and Introductions





The meeting was called to order by President Valerie Web.  Members introduced themselves and shared what they might be doing had they not been at the Council meeting.

II. Adoption of Agenda/Meeting Minutes

Motion carried to adopt the October 22, 2009 agenda as it stands and to approve the August 27, 2009 meeting minutes.  Jodi Dart informed members that Margaret Ring was unable to attend the meeting as she has recently welcomed a new baby boy to her family, Jacob Byron Ring.  President Webb thanked Margaret for submitting thorough minutes.   ACTION:  Future minutes to include and be clearly marked on all action items and follow up for Council and staff.
III. President’s Report


Valerie Webb reported on the activities from the past couple of months.  The 2010 IPHA Annual Meeting planning is underway.  The tentative agenda is included in the meeting packet.  A chair for the annual meeting committee will be appointed in the very near future.  
Ms. Webb submitted the President’s message for the fall hard copy of the Viewpoint.  The newsletter is available online to download.  

A meeting was held as follow up to the 2009 IPHA Annual Meeting “Public Health in Peril”.  Jim Nelson, Tom Hughhes, Valerie met with the Governor’s office.  Other meeting participants included Cheryl Johnson and Patrick Lenihan with Northern Illinois Public Health Consortium and Steve Laker with Illinois Association of Public Health Administrators.  The meeting took place with Michael Gelder, the Governor’s chief of staff for health care.  Prior to the meeting, the public helth advocates met to strategize in identifying results of the conference and threats/expectations from the state and federal.  AS a result, the advocates developed short term and long term goals.  Short-term:  Maintain local health protection funds in state budget, funding for vector disease, and better coordination of state agencies.  Long-term:  look at leadership issues, develop Council of advocates.  The meeting lasted over two hours and was the first of several meetings Mr. Gelder agreed to. 
NEXT STEPS:  Bring together individuals who met and determine where we should go in developing goals and look at long-term goals and structuring of the system.

Sheri Cohen, Policy Analyst for Chicago Department of Public Health, was appointed to SHIP Planning Team representing IPHA.

IV. LaSalle County Health Department - H1N1 Update 




Connie Brooks, Emergency Response Coordinator with the LaSalle County Health Department (LCHD) provided a very important update on H1N1 and how it has impacted their community.  LCHD ordered 60,000 injectable doses of H1N1 and received 500 nasal doses.  However, neighboring jurisdictions received more doses creating confusion for the LaSalle community in terms of where to go for vaccinations.  Connie and members of the committee began thoughtful discussions around H1N1 and its impact to Illinois residents – including visits to ER, pharmacies, school absenteeism, etc.  Jim Nelson mentioned 35 IPHA affiliates purchase their seasonal vaccine through the Consortium.  Jim indicated we need to look at a policy resolution to combine issues of all vaccines (seasonal/H1N1, etc).  Possibly a state vaccine advisory committee – Intergovernmental planning.  Issues brought forward with that idea included receptiveness of IDPH?  ACTION:  IPHA Staff to research policy options for Illinois Vaccine coordination to local health departments and others. 
V. Treasurer’s Report 







Mark Hilliard reported that the IPHA Accrual Report shows 10% revenue collected to date with 19% in expenditures to date.  The discrepancy is thatfrom membership renewals not collected until early 2010 and conference income reflects late payments by the State.  Cash flow problems have been a result of late reimbursements by the State.  Bob Keller raised the question   as to why the Balance Sheet was not included in the meeting materials.  ACTION:  The members agreed that IPHA staff shall include the Balance Sheet in future Executive Council Quarterly meeting materials.    
VI. ARGC Report








Susan Avila reported that she has received all of the APHA Proposed Policy statements which are viewable on the APHA website to APHA members only.  The Great Lakes Public Health Coalition will have its annual fall meeting on November 6, 2009 in Philadelphia, PA prior to the APHA Annual Meeting. 

ACTION:  Jodi Dart will send a listing of 2009 Policy Statements to Executive Council.  Those that wish to see a full copy of the any policy should contact Jodi.
VII. Committee Reports

Executive







Dale Galassie reported via phone on the revised FY 2010 Budget and Accrual reports.  The budget includes a summary of revenue sources with expenditures detailed in the attachments.  Jim Nelson was successful in getting April’s arrears $500,000 payment which is not reflected in the Treasurer’s report documents.  IPHA did not have to borrow funds under the revolving loan with INB as approved at the August 27th Council meeting.  The budget reflects a decrease in revenue as IPHA contract for Emergency Preparedness for Special Populations was not renewed.   However, there was an increase in the conference line item.  The motion carried to approve the FY 2010 Revised Budget and Accrual reports.

Policy and Legislative






Tom Hughes reported that there were a number of important actions during the first week of the 2009 Veto Session; however they did not take action to raise revenues, institute structural reforms or trim expenses to begin to address the widening FY 2011 budget deficit.  In fact, Governors Office of Management and Budget, and the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability projections now are both showing the deficit growing to the $13 billion range due to continuing unexpected revenue declines.

Approved an authorization for full funding of the MAP Grant program which provides tens of thousands of Illinois students the opportunity to obtain a college education.  The authorization increases the appropriation in the budget and allows the Governor to tap into a $1.2 billion GRF pool that is available for funding of distributive grants.  This is at best a band-aid approach to the larger problem. You can see the legislation here: 

The House of Representatives voted to change statute which governs the rules under which the Cook County Board of Commissioners functions.  This became an important issue when the Cook County Board tried to reduce the recent Cook County sales tax increase, and found that a 4/5 majority vote was required by state law to override the veto of the County Board President.  The legislation, if passed by the Senate and signed by the Governor, would change the vote requirement to a more standard 3/5 majority vote necessary to override.  

The House failed on a bill to roll back the Cook County sales tax increase itself. I voted for the roll back following the announcement by the Cook County Hospital system that they needed less taxpayer support beginning this year and on behalf of hundreds of angry constituents in my district.  You can see the roll call for this legislation here (even though it had 65 'yes' votes, the legislation needed a supermajority of 71 to pass because of its effective date and effect on a home rule government):  

Of interest to Realtors and also to owners of homes near foreclosed properties is SB1894.  This law reauthorized the Real Estate Practice Act until the year 2020 and also added a provision whereby municipalities can compel the maintenance of foreclosed upon properties to prevent them from becoming eyesores or hazards and ruining surrounding property values.  

Of interest to all persons who are involved in business partnerships is HB2239, Senate Amendment #1, which cleans up language in the FY 2010 BIMP (Budget Implementation Bill) which would have resulted in double taxation of certain income.  HB2239 has been passed by the Senate and now comes to House.  

The Senate also voted to approve House Joint Resolution Constitutional Amendment 31 (HJRCA31) which would allow recall of the Governor by popular vote.  I supported this initiative to allow recall of an elected official, which also has sufficient protection to protect against frivolous recall initiatives.  It now awaits the Governor's signature. 

Jodi Dart reported on public health issues at the national level.  The Ryan White Care Act Extension passed both the House and Senate Chambers.  The Administration has put out a press briefing stating that they support the legislation.  IPHA has been working with APHA in support of Health Care Reform.  IPHA has sent out call to action members asking them to contact their members of Congress to ensure the public option and funding for prevention and public health as part of any health care reform.  Surgeon General Nominee Dr. Regina Benjamin was approved by the Senate HELP Committee.  The Senate is to vote to approve the nominee, however, there has been a challenge by Senator Enzi.  

Jodi Dart also reported that the Policy and Legislative Committee will be organizing a meeting in the coming months to prepare for the Spring Legislative session.  ACTION:  Section representatives should appoint a member from their section to serve on the committee and forward the name to Jodi DArt.  Weekly conference calls of the Committee will begin in January.

Nominating







Jodi Dart reported that the Nominating Committee met on October 8, 2009 to orient the new members to the Election process.  The 2010 Election is for one Executive Council at-Large member and five Nominating Committee members.  This year’s Nominating Committee will present the 2010 Official Slate to the Executive Council for their vote of approval at the December 10, 2009 Executive Council meeting.   The results of the 2010 Election will be announced on March 9th during the IPHA Business Meeting in Springfield.  

Membership







Cheryl Galligos discussed the draft 2009-2010 IPHA Membership Plan of Action that was distributed in the meeting material packets.  The final membership plan will be presented the Executive Council for their vote of approval at the December 10, 2009 Executive Council meeting.  The Executive Council members are encouraged to provide input via email by mid November to Cheryl or Jodi Dart.  Discussion ensued about how best to use the meeting minutes of Executive Council quarterly meetings for more rapid approval and posting to the web to involve the section membership by better informing them.
ACTION:  Send Input to Cheryl of Jodi on Plan of Action by Mid November.  Add Vote of Final Plan of Action to December Meeting Agenda. 

VIII. Section Reports/Updates  

It was agreed that for future executive council meetings, Section Representatives would submit a written report to the IPHA office prior to each council meeting for distribution in the meeting packets.
Academia







Karen Peters reported that the section deployed an electronic survey to all local health department administrators with on 14 of the 92 administrators responding.  Suggestions were made to send surveys through Northern Illinois Public Health Consortium and the Illinois Association of Public Health Administrators to increase response rate.  
Karen also reported that CDC is providing a grant opportunity to state and local agencies – Putting Prevention to Work Grants.  IDPH held a conference call for help with applying for the grants.  IPHA was not invited to participate in the call.  A discussion also ensued about how to sustain local work on chronic disease prevention in the face of state meltdown.  ACTION:  Jim Nelson will follow up on putting IPHA on the notification list for  IDPH Local health Liaison Committee meetings.  

Behavioral Health







Cherryl Ramirez reported that she and a couple of members from ACHMAI will be meeting with Michael Gelder and Michelle Sadler in the very near future.  Dr. Ron Manderscheid will present at the Behavioral Health Summit which will be part of the IPHA Annual Meeting on March 11, 2010.  Dr. Manderscheid is the Director of the National Association.  
Boards of Health







Inara McGroarty reported that the Illinois Association of Boards of Health will hold a meeting on November 3, 2009 at McLean County Health Department.  The National Association of Local Boards of Health released results from a  recent survey of members.  Illinois has the lowest number of board members who have access to email and state accredited for board members.  
Family Planning
Linda Wheal reported that the Family Planning Symposium will be held on November 17, 2009 in Springfield.  IDPH and IPHA are Co-Sponsors of the Symposium.  The agenda is near completion.  IPHA office is now receiving registrations. 
Food and Nutrition






Cheryl Galligos reported that the section sent food and nutrition information to the listserv.  She submitted the following written report which outlines recent activities:

National Summary of Legislation and Info Specific to Food and Nutrition:

Institute of Medicine Report: School Meals: Building Blocks for Healthy Children

Released: October 20, 2009 

The National School Lunch Program and the School Breakfast Program play key roles In supporting the nutrition and health of schoolchildren in the United States by providing nutritionally balanced, low-cost or free lunches each school day. While school meals must meet standards established in 1995, ad​vances have been made in dietary guidance in the years since. At the request of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), the Institute of Medicine convened a committee to provide recommenda​tions to revise standards and requirements so that school meals are more healthful. 

In its 2009 report School Meals: Building Blocks for Healthy Children, the committee recommends that the USDA adopt standards for menu planning, including:

· Increasing the amount and variety of fruits, vegetables, and whole grains 

· Setting a minimum and maximum level of calories 

· Focusing more on reducing saturated fat and sodium 

In 2007, these national programs provided lunch to more than 30.5 mil​lion children and breakfast to 10.1 million children. If the IOM’s recommended changes are implemented, they will result in school meals that not only appeal to students but also better meet students’ nutritional needs.

Majority of Americans not eating their fruits and veggies

According to the report State Indicator Report on Fruits and Vegetables, 2009, released on September 29, 2009, by the CDC, no state is meeting national objectives for consumption of fruits and vegetables. The report is the first to provide state-by-state data about fruit and vegetable consumption and polices that may help Americans eat more fruits and vegetables.

CDC surveys indicate that only 33 percent of adults met the recommendations for fruit consumption and only 27 percent get the recommended servings of vegetables.

For high school students, 32 percent reported that they eat approximately two servings of fruit a day, while only 13 percent of them eat approximately three servings of vegetables a day.

The Healthy People 2010 objectives aim for at least 75 percent of Americans to eat the recommended two or more servings of fruit a day; and for at least 50 percent of Americans to eat the recommended three or more daily servings of vegetables.

The full report The State Indicator Report on Fruits and Vegetables, 2009 provides in-depth details on key policies and environmental factors that may cause low consumptions of fruits and vegetables throughout the states. For example, only eight states have a policy for healthier food retail improvements, and less than half of the states (21) have a policy to support farm-to-school programs.

Reduce risk factors for chronic diseases and promote wellness with $120 million


On September 29, 2009, the Department of Health and Human Services announced the release of $120 million from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009 for prevention and wellness programs for U.S. states and territories. These funds are part of a new $650 million public health initiative, Communities Putting Prevention to Work, which includes efforts to address obesity, increase physical activity, improve nutrition, and decrease smoking.

The funds will be available as supplements to the Chronic Disease Collaborative Cooperative Agreement to all currently-funded states and territories that submit high-quality applications to promote wellness and prevent chronic disease. States and territories will be asked to apply for a base amount determined by population, and will be given an option to apply for competitive awards for special policy initiatives.

U.S. States and territories, including the Pacific Islands, interested in this funding opportunity can apply at www.cdc.gov. The application deadline is November 24, 2009. Information on pre-application support is available on the CDC's website. Questions can be emailed to ARRA@cdc.gov.

National Dairy Council: St. Louis District

Health Administration






Ray Empereur reported that no new action has taken place with regards to Public Act 95-0900, The Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion Act.  The section has been urging action by the due date, however, the Illinois task force has not yet been named as required in the Act.  Jim Nelson noted that there is a stalemate between the state health department and the Administration.  ACTION:  Jim and Tom will set down and look at strategies with the original sponsor.  Also to be included in the strategy meetings should be Illinois Primary Health Care Association and the agencies that receive the Health Protion grants.  IPHA staff to formulate a strategy with the leadership and draft a shell bill to change report date for the Act.  Action on the strategy plan to take place via email.
HIV/AIDS/STD 







Patricia Canessa reported she has been working with Tom Hughes on soliciting new members to the HIV section.  She reported that 95% of the budget was approved for HIV/AIDS ADAP.  The section is also looking into the Quality of Care Board as members were appointed last month and they are not very familiar with HIV/AIDS ADAP topic and will raise concerns of judgement.  Patricia attended the AIDS Foundation of Chicago meeting with Dr. Williamson to respond to the ADAP deficit.  AT this time there is no plan to respond to ADAP. Patricia met with John Peller of AFC about section and recruiting new members.  Patricia also attended the IDPH HIV/AIDS conference and spoke to attendees on behalf of IPHA.  It was a good opportunity to feature the association and recruit new members.  Patricia also met with Dr. Gardner at IDPH to discuss the CDC Grant.  Funding will remain flat.  There is tremendous response of IPHA membership in the section.  Patricia’s next goal is to organize an agend and request funding for strategic planning for the section.
Nursing








Nancy Devilder reported that the section is recruiting students to help with research for the Evidence Based Pre-Conference Summit.  Section leadership would like to have the Pre-conference summit at the IDPH Immunization and Communicable Disease Conference rather than the IPHA Annual Meeting.  Nursing section requests 1000.00 to organize the summit.  The motion carried to allocate $1000 in support to the Nursing Section for the Pre-Conference Summit.  Nursing Section leadership will inform IPHA staff and Executive Council as to the decision on co-location (IPHA Annual Meeting or IDPH Immunization Conference).
Oral Health

Valerie Webb mentioned a letter that she received from the IL Foundation for the Handicapped regarding donated dental services.  ACTION:  Jim/Tom to talk to Julie Janssen regarding donated dental services line at IDPH and put on advocacy list and do background work on it for next Executive Council meeting.
Senior Health







Greg Kyrouac reported that Illinois did not receive the aging grant.  A steering committee will look at other options.  Thanks to IPHA for posting information about the Alzheimer’s conference.  ACTION:  Jodi to send Greg list of senior health section members.
IX. Executive Director Report 







Jim Nelson provided a status update as to the July doomsday report for the Association.  IPHA had scheduled 17 furlough days for staff and drastic cuts on operating expenses at the Association.  However, staff came together and provide seemless operations – no visible pull back at the office even though it was closed on Fridays during the months of August and September (rescinded Oct. furlough days).  Jim reported that he will be presenting at APHA with Dr. Mildred Williamson with IDPH.  The Association is off to a good start for 2010 with HIV Care Connect, HIV Prevention and CHIC renewals.

Valerie Webb reported that there were several changes to the IPHA 69th Annual Meeting.  The opportunity to partner with the Illinois Department of Public Health – Immunization and Communicable Disease Conference will not move forward.
