Annual Business Meeting Minutes
March 9, 2010

I. Call to Order/Welcome and Introductions 

President Valerie Webb called the meeting to order and welcomed the attendants. 
II. Introduction of IPHA Leadership

Valerie Webb introduced Executive Director of IPHA Jim Nelson, Executive Council Treasurer Mark Hilliard, Secretary Margaret Ring, Affiliate Representative to the Governing Council of APHA Susan Avila, and Parliamentarian Jerry Andrews.  

III. Adoption of Agenda

Motion carried to adopt the agenda as it stands. 

IV. President’s Report
Valerie Webb reported on the activities of the past year, and thanked the IPHA staff and leadership.  Three main focus areas have been strategic action, leadership and IPHA resiliency and sustainability.  IPHA has formed strategic partnerships to address budget shortfalls and shore up infrastructure to save public health.  The Association is also in a legislative advisory position and is often requested to provide expert testimony on public health issues.  IPHA has provided leadership development through 16 conferences in the past year.  The Association has weathered budget shortfalls and payment delays through furlough days and other cutbacks, and has not yet had to use a line of credit.  
V. Treasurer’s Report 
Mark Hilliard reported on the IPHA financial overview and presented the balance sheet showing assets totaling $944,157.20.  Motion carried to approve the report.  Jim Legg, IPHA’s Auditor, presented the IPHA Audit.  The audit examines how money came in and was spent, and how guidelines were followed.  The report found good internal control and processing with duties segregated and outside involvement.  IPHA was reported as a low-risk auditee.  Motion carried to approve audit report.    

VI. ARGC Report
Susan Avila, Affiliate Representative to the Governing Council of the American Public Health Association, reported on the APHA proposals, which are listed on the website.  The Great Lakes Coalition of APHA will be meeting in April.  
VII. Committee Reports

There were no committee reports.  

VIII. IPHA Election Reports

Gwendolyn Mitchell, Chair of the IPHA Nominating Committee, reported on the 2010 election results.  The Executive Council at Large will be Cathy Ferguson of Lee County Health Department.  The Nominating Committee will be Steve Curatti of Kendall County Health Department, Hana Hinkle of Lee County Health Department, Deena Mosbarger of Clay County Health Department, Ann Holland of Egyptian County Health Department and Whitney Mehaffy of Franklin-Williamson Bi-County Health Department.  Motion carried to approve the slate.  Motion carried to destroy the ballots.  
IX. Executive Director’s Report

Jim Nelson reported on IPHA’s activities and structure.  The Association forms partnerships to improve the service delivery of public health, and creates nonmember revenue streams to do the work of advocacy.  A team of full-time and part-time employees carry out the responsibilities; areas of focus include business, continuing education, HIV Prevention/AIDS, grants, Americorps, policy and legislation.  Jim Nelson thanked the staff, leadership, members and Executive Council for their contributions. 

X. Old Business

There was no old business reported.  

XI. New Business
1. Memorial Tribute: Motion carried to adopt resolution.  A minute of silence was observed in memory of members who have died in the past year.  A suggestion was made to have the number and list of members lost to death each year.
2. Assurance of Oral Health for All Illinoisans: Motion carried to adopt resolution.  
3. Bruising Identification as a Sign of Child Abuse in Young Infants and Children under 4 years of Age: A motion was made and seconded to table the resolution pending rewording to make the proposed protocol less specific.  The resolution will go back to the section for rewording with assistance from IPHA staff.  A friendly amendment was also made to add language of “IPHA supports that” after “Therefore be it resolved that” in last paragraph.  
4. Fiscal Sustainability of the Illinois Public Health System: Motion carried to adopt resolution.  John Peller presented this resolution that supports HB174, which has passed the Senate and is in the House.  Discussion included questions regarding which services will be taxed and how low-income families would be protected from higher taxes.  
5. Resolution in Support of State and Federal Efforts to Remove BPA from Food Packaging: Motion carried to adopt resolution.   
6. HIV/AIDS Prevention:  Motion carried to adopt resolution.  Patricia Canessa presented this resolution, which was developed in the HIV/AIDS Section Preconference Summit by over 60 service providers.  The resolution supports adequate state funding for public health and comprehensive HIV/AIDS services, transparency and accountability in state government, and fundamental revenue reform.  Friendly amendments were made to change “effective” to “evidence-based” in the 9th “Whereas”, and to move “Whereas the Illinois Department of Public Health has exercised excellent stewardship and management over ADAP to contain costs” to the Transparency and Accountability section.  Discussion included concerns of funding for HIV/AIDS Prevention taking away from other public health funding, HIV/AIDS being separated from other STD’s, and members not yet having written copies of the resolution.  Motion to table the resolution did not carry.  Clarifications were made that lobby efforts would not ask that funding be taken from other public health areas, and that separating HIV/AIDS funding need not affect how local services are delivered.
