Presentations will be 60 minutes in length with the exception of conference intensives. If your proposal is an intensive (2.5 hours to full-day), please indicate so on the proposal application. 

You are welcome to submit more than one proposal. Please include a separate application for each proposal. All persons submitting proposals will receive notification of the Department’s decision no later than September 1, 2010.
