·Established relationships through previous Emergency 

Preparedness Planning efforts paid off.

·Venues contacted to host clinics did so without 
charging a fee.

·PATH 2-1-1 information line disseminated information 
to the public.

·Clinics were scheduled as vaccine arrived so clinics 
never had to be canceled.

·Followed CDC priority population guidelines for early 

clinics-provided an informational half -sheet at 
entrance .

·Reverse 9-1-1 provided information about clinics.

·Express lines at clinics for those 12 years of age and 
older kept lines moving.

·Pre-packed supply bins made clinic set-up go quickly.

You will NOT receive vaccination 
today if you:

· Are not in any of the groups listed 
on the opposite side of this page.

·Were born before 10/29/1945

· Are not feeling well or have a fever.

· Have a history of allergic reaction to 
flu vaccine; are allergic to eggs; are 
allergic to Thimerasol (vaccine 
preservative).

· Have a history of Guillain-Baree
